The school also decided earlier this week to postpone the Year 5 -6 Camp until later in 

the year when hopefully novel coronavirus has ôrun its courseõ. 

As you have been doing, please continue to focus on the prevention of spreading any virus 

through:  

¶ Washing hands with soap and water for 20 seconds and drying thoroughly - before and after eating as well as 

after attending the toilet  

¶ Covering coughs and sneezes with clean tissues or with an elbow  

¶ Putting used tissues in the bin  

As in all circumstances, students need to stay home if they are unwell in any way. This protects 

the spread of any virus and helps keep those at school well.
