Teaching and learning has changed a lot over the last two decades 

and school may no longer look or feel like the place it was when you 

attended. While modern learning is often viewed as a change in the 

spaces children learn in, that is actually a very minor part to what 

modern learning practices are all about. Collaborative spaces and 

teaching methods mean staff can draw from the expertise of oth-

ers and improve their own practise. Learning becomes more trans-

parent and the outcomes for students increase. The increase in 

adults in the Hub means that students get more time with a teacher 

in smaller groups or even individually. Another key aspect is the way 

students learn, developing skills for life such as problem solving, 

teamwork, critical and creative thinking, time management and 

about making choices rather than being told what to do all the the 

time. These notions of self management and student agency under -

pin teaching and learning practice. Play based learning is a layer in-

side these innovative learning spaces where children, especially 

younger ones learn through play while having teachers guide on the 

side and provoke new ideas and introduce concepts or content that the students are interested 

in.
